Squire Capes   


Designed by Mom Broemeling





Select fabric and lining of same width.


Fold in half lengthwise and with a string the same width as the folded fabric, tied to a pen, draw a quarter circle from the fold corner (when unfolded you’ll have a half circle.  


Do the same for lining.  


Iron. 


Place fabric and lining together fronts facing on flat surface and pin  together.


Cut neck notch.


Pin ties inside at collar edges so they’ll be stitched into the seam.


Sew around leaving opening for  turning.


Clip, turn and iron.


Sew Trim/Braid around outside edges starting at top center back.


Attach tassel to cording ends and finish off.


Each cape requires:


 1 yard of fabric and lining.


45” cording for ties.


2 tassels.


3 yards braid.
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
